4. Applicant Qualifications

Prospective applicant must meet the following eligibility qualifications: 

(1) Applicant and his/her parents must all be citizens of the country in which the Korean Government scholarship is offered. (Refer to “Appendix 2”) 

※ Korean citizens are not eligible to apply. 
(2) Must be under 25 years of age as of March 1, 2011.

(3) In good health, both physically and mentally for the extensive study abroad period in Korea.

   ※ Those that are pregnant or have severe illnesses cannot apply. 

(4) Have completed or are scheduled to complete elementary, middle and high school education by March 1, 2011.

※ Exceptions may apply to those scheduled to complete high school AND obtain TOPIK level 3 by September 1, 2011

(5) Possess a total GPA (grade point average) of at least 80% from the applicable high school OR have an official rank in the top 10% amongst his/her graduating class.

(6) Cannot be a former recipient of the Korean Government Scholarship for his/her undergraduate studies.

(7) Have not taken undergraduate courses in Korea prior to applying for KGSP.

 (8) Applicants proficient in Korean or English will be given preferential status during the selection     process.

2 Notes

· Scholarship recipient with a TOPIK level of 5 or above, will be exempt from the prerequisite Korean language course and will be allowed to begin his/her undergraduate studies.

· Before beginning his/her undergraduate studies, the scholarship recipient must complete the Korean language course obtaining a minimum of level 3 in TOPIK.

· Following the KGSP regulations, scholarship recipients cannot travel outside of Korea during the course of their Korean language training.
· The recipient will not be able to bring his/her family members to Korea with them during the period of their Korean Language training. If the applicant wishes to be accompanied by his/her family upon completion of Korean Language Course, they may do so at their own expense.
8. Scholarship Details
(1) Scholarship Duration: March 1, 2011 ~ February 28, 2016
(2) Scholarship Details

① Travel Expense: The recipient will receive an airplane ticket or receive an amount to be applied towards an economy class ticket for the shortest route between the applicable country and Korea. The payment will be dispersed when the scholarship recipient initially enters Korea and when they depart Korea after completion of the study. 

2 Monthly Allowance: 800,000 won per month

3 Tuition: Recipient’s full tuition expense will be paid by NIIED. Entrance fee will be paid by the host University.

4 Settlement Support Allowance: 200,000 won upon arrival

5 Final Departing Allowance: 100,000 won upon completion of studies

6 Korean Language Training Expenses: The full cost up to 1 year (NIIED will make direct payment to the applicable university)
7 Medical Insurance: The recipient will be provided with health insurance for major accidents and illnesses during the scholarship duration. 

(3) Notes

① NIIED does not compensate recipient for fees occurred from travel within Korea or in their own country.  
2 If recipient is in Korea between the selection announcement date and the designated entry date (February 28, 2011) they will not receive travel expense reimbursement from NIIED.

3 NIIED travel expense reimbursement does not cover any travel insurance for recipient’s travel to and from Korea.
4 Medical expenses occurred, will be reimbursed by the insurance company after the recipient make the full initial payment. 

5 If recipient prematurely end his/her study during the scholarship period, they will not receive travel expense reimbursement and/or allowance for departure unless the case is approved by NIIED for such reasons including but not limited to diplomatic relations, war or other natural disasters. 

6 If recipient ends his/her study within 3 months after arriving in Korea, they will be held responsible for repayment of the amount of scholarship received. (Travel expense, settlement allowance, monthly allowance, Korean language training expenses, etc.).   

9. Selection Criteria

(1) Document review will be based on the submitted documents including the self introduction essay, study plan, recommendation letters, transcript and any other additional supplementary materials. Based on the documents submitted, applicant’s academic ability, language ability, aspirations for study abroad, potential societal contribution, and anticipated contribution towards the relationship between the two countries will be evaluated for the purposes of selection.

(2) Applicants selected from the document review process will be notified to attend an in-person or a phone interview. 
10. Important Notes for All Applicants

(1) Applicant will NOT be permitted to change their University selection.
(2) Those who are currently attending a university in Korea for their undergraduate studies or have previously attended a university in Korea for their undergraduate studies are NOT eligible to apply.

(3) Applicants may apply to multiple universities. However, if they receive recommendation from 2 or more universities, they MUST choose 1 university for the continuation of the process.

(4) Per the application guideline, all of the documents must be submitted in their original format. If the document is not completed in Korean or English, it must be accompanied by a 
certified translation in Korean or English.

(5) Please submit all of the required documents in the order listed in “Required Documents”.

(6) If submitting a copy of a required document, it must be certified by the issuing institution (confirming it to be the exact copy of the original)
(7) Submitted materials (required documents and any other material) will NOT be returned.

(8) If applicant receives recommendation and admission approval via falsification of documents and/or any other illegal activity, all of the previous decisions rendered (recommendation and admission) will be rescinded.
